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A NEW GENUS AND A NEW SPECIES OF CHINESE ANCHOVIES

ABSTRACT Authors collecied a species of anchovies at the Haizhou Bay off
Jiangsu Province in April 1984, The unchovy closely resembles Suéipinne laly exco-
pt the absence of veniral fins. We have continuously carried out the investigalion
along the coast waters of Jiangsua for throe years. 34 specimens were collecled. After
examnination, it is designated 10 be a new genusand a new gpecies, named Pseudose-
tipinne Peng et Zhao gen. nov.; Psondosciipinne Faizhow nsis Peng et Zhao sp. nov.
The description of the new genus and new species are as follows:

Pseudosetipinna Peng ¢t Zhao gen nov.

Genotype Pseudosctipinng haizhournsis PYeng et Zhao sp. nov.

Body oblong, strongly compressed, dorsal and ventral profile convex. Head
rather small,Mouth large,cJeft of mouth long. Upper jaw slightly longer than lower
jaw. Maxillary extending backward nol reaching to gill eleft. Teeth on jaws, vomer,
Psalaiines and tongue, dense and {ine. Scales eycloid, deciduous., withot lateral line.
Abdominal scuteg from lower part of gill opening 1o anug. A small spine in {ront of
dorsal. Anal very long Upper pectoral ray prolonged in filamentous shape,reaching
or beyond to origin of anal. without ventral fins and pelvic girdle‘ ag well. This
genus is similar to the genus Seiipinna, the latter is characterized by the presence

of veniral fins, ventral axillary scale and pelvie girdie bone.

Depth 3.3-4.5 in length without caudal fin, head 5.7-6.8. Spout 5.4-6.3 in
head, eye 3.8-4.6, interorbital 2,9-3.7. Colour silvery back dark—yellowish, poster-
ior margin of eaudal fin dark black.

The fish ig a demersal fish in the offghore waters of the Jiangsu Province. It
appears in the later period of Setipinng faty fishing season both in spring and aut-
umn. Both of them can be fished 3t ihe same time in the botiom gill net. In spring
the ovarieg develop to IV STAGE stage.
